Bikeability and Bike to School Week
The children in Class 3 received Bikeability Level 1 training from Outspoken Training on 8th September. Within the school grounds, the children learnt a range of valuable skills: how to check a bike and helmet for safety, how to correctly mount and dismount, how to make a range of turns, how to brake in a range of situations and how to signal your intended directions to other road users. The instructors were highly complimentary of the children’s enthusiasm, manners and behaviour.
Year 5 children will be receiving their Bikeability Level 2 training in the week beginning 10th October. This will involve going out onto the local roads to test their skills.
We are very eager that every child gets the recommended 60 minutes of physical activity every day. To encourage this, we are taking part in the National Bike to School week initiative which takes place from the 3rd to 7th October. Every child who participates (even for one day) will receive a certificate in our celebration assembly.

Active Kids
The first Active Kids festival for our Year 1 children took place on 29th September. The children travelled to Lynnsport Pelicans astroturf to participate in a range of activities that develop fundamental movement skills relating to football, netball, squash and gymnastics. The event was a success. Two further sessions will take place in the spring and summer terms.

Children from years 1 – 6 thoroughly enjoyed dodgeball taster sessions provided by a coach called Ryan from Wereham Village Hall September. This was a welcome addition to enhance the competition aspect of our curriculum provision and to ensure that pupil voice was recognised.
