Class 4 Topics – Summer 2023
17th April 2023
Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back to the new term. I hope you had a lovely Easter break and you feel refreshed. This letter outlines the key areas of study for Class 4 for this summer. 
Please may I remind year 6 families that our after school booster session will remain on Tuesdays up to and including Tuesday 9th May and will then finish. Year 5 morning tuition sessions for those already signed up continue for the remainder of the term.
PE days for this term are Tuesdays and Fridays so please ensure your child is wearing PE kits on these days. They will also need to wear PE kits on the days that they have a club. Our PE topics are net and wall games and athletics. We will also be preparing for Sports Day and our annual festival.
Literacy – In literacy we will be studying persuasive writing techniques, discussion and argument texts and an in-depth book study of Kensuke’s Kingdom by Michael Morpurgo. We will continue to have dedicated reading comprehension lessons, guided reading sessions and SPaG sessions. 
Numeracy – In numeracy we will conclude our work on fractions, decimals and percentages. We will also study geometry, specifically angles, shape properties and co-ordinates, translation and reflection. We will be consolidating our skills in the 4 key areas of maths through problem solving activities. We will continue to have regular arithmetic sessions. Reasoning skills are embedded in each of the topics.
Science – In science our topics is living things and their habitats with a particular focus on classification. We will also learn about pioneering scientists.
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be constructing and programming with Lego.
ICT – In ICT the children will be learning about using algorithms and search engines.
History – In history the children will learn about life and society in Victorian times. This will include a day as a Victorian child during our visit to the Victorian School at Great Cressingham.
Geography – In geography we will be using maps and atlases.
Art and Design – In art and design we will complete our headdresses art work and then we will study Sir Antony Gormley and his use of sculpture.
Music – In music the pupils will be working on performance skills and the summer production.
RE – In RE our focus moves to world faiths. We will conclude our learning about enlightenment in Buddhism and explore Humanism through the key question ‘Why do humanists say happiness is the goal to life?’. In our final Christianity topic of the year we will explore ‘How can following God bring freedom and justice?’
RSHE and citizenship– In RSHE our focus will be on keeping safe, protecting our personal information (and images)and including basic first aid. Year 6 children will be visiting King’s Lynn Fire Station for the annual Crucial Crew event.
French – In French we will be catching up on the topics ‘Family and Friend’ and ‘School Life’. We will be writing about ourselves to French children in Paris.
Homework
Homework will remain the same. The children should be reading a book of sufficient challenge each fortnight and for at least 10 minutes every day, recording this in their reading dairies. On Mondays, Maths Flex nuggets will be set to be completed by the same Friday. On Wednesdays, the children will have either comprehension or SPaG homework to also be completed by the same Friday. On Fridays, spellings will be given with the requirement of finding their definitions and using them in sentences or alternatively, the children will be set a topic or project-based task instead. These are to be completed by the following Monday unless another date is specified. I will continue to put the homework tasks and weekly spellings on Class Dojo.
