Class 4 Topics – Spring Term 2024
Literacy – In literacy we will be studying stories from different cultures and Shakespeare’s Macbeth, including dramatic conventions. We shall also be learning about persuasive writing and issue-based poetry. We will continue to have weekly reading comprehension, guided reading and SPaG tasks.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be focusing on multiplication and division, fractions , decimals and percentages, including decimals, algebra, ratio and proportion and geometry. Arithmetic sessions will take place regularly.
Science – In science our topics will be ‘Life Cycles, including metamorphosis’ and ‘Forces’.  We shall take part in National Science Week in March.
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will make products with moving mechanisms. We will also be joined by the Rotary Club for a DT project day in mid-January.
Computing – In computing, the children will be programming with variables in games and learning about how to do 3D modelling.
History – In history, the children will be learning about the ‘Rise of Hitler’ and then ‘World War II and the Holocaust.’
Geography – In geography we will be studying Australia and New Zealand . This will include map work, research and finding out about biomes.
Art and Design – In art and design the children will be designing and making wish containers with geometric designs.
PE – In PE the topics are gymnastics on a Tuesday and swimming on a Friday. After half term, the Tuesday lessons will be yoga and dodgeball.
Music – This term Class Four will be exploring pop music and preparing for Easter events.
RE – In RE our key question for the first half term is ‘How does tawhid create a sense of belonging to the Muslim community?’ and the key question for the second half term is ‘What did Jesus do to save human beings?’
RSHE  and citizenship– We  shall conclude our learning about the impact of peer pressure and the media relating to drugs and alcohol. We shall then develop our skills in knowing how and where to seek support. Later in the term we consider financial literacy.  We will continue to have weekly wellbeing assemblies and follow the PATHS programme.
French – In French we will  write to French pen pals.  Our topics will be ‘Let’s Go Shopping’, ‘and  ‘This is France!’ We shall also find out how Easter is celebrated  in France.
