Class 4 Topics – Summer Term 2024
Literacy – In literacy we will be linking our learning in history by studying stories related to the World Wars: War Horse and Goodnight Mr Tom, using these as a basis for our reading, SPaG and writing tasks. We will also study performance poetry and report writing.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be concluding our learning about decimals and percentages. We will then be studying geometry, including properties of shapes, measuring and calculating angles, position and direction, parallel and perpendicular lines and the parts of circles. We shall also learn how to interpret and record statistical data in a range of forms, including pie charts. We will also learn algebra. Arithmetic sessions will continue to take place throughout the week.
Science – In science we will conclude our learning about Forces. We will then be learning about astronomy and meteorology. 
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be making moving mechanisms and designing and making a carrier with a specific style.
Computing – In computing, the Teach Computing units are ‘Spreadsheets’ and ‘Sensing Movements’.
History – In history, the children will conclude the topic about World War II and the Holocaust. This will lead on to topics about the Cold War and the history of human rights.
Geography – In geography we will conclude our topic about New Zealand and the South Pacific. The following topic will be a study of our locality.
Art and Design – In art and design the children will be learning about the works of a famous artist and applying the style to the carriers they are making in DT.
PE – In PE the topics are cricket, tennis, athletics and rounders. We will plan for Sports Day and our Olympic themed School Games Festival. PE days are Tuesdays and Fridays. We will also go on our residential visit to Eaton Vale in July.
Music – This term Class Four will be planning and preparing for their end of year production.
RE – In RE our key question for the first half term is related to Hinduism. ‘How do questions about Brahman and atman influence the way a Hindu lives?’ In the second half term we study ‘Creation and science – conflicting or complimentary?’.
RSHE  and citizenship– Towards the end of this term the Y6 children will learn about how a baby is conceived and born. We will all be preparing for the transition to the next stage of our education. Louise from Swan Youth will lead special transition preparation sessions for Y6 children. Other topics include health and prevention, including basic first aid and how to get help in an emergency, We will continue to have weekly wellbeing assemblies.
French – In French we will conclude our ‘This is France’ topic. We shall learn about Paris where the Olympic Games are to be hosted this summer. Other topics will be ‘All in a Day’ and ‘French culture and customs’.
