This Year’s Charity
· After some discussion, the children decided that they would like to support Children in Need again this year. The date is Friday 15th November. 
· Other suggestions for charities to support were: Teenage Cancer Trust, QEH and Vets One.
· Mrs Jones agreed to a non-uniform day with a Pudsey/bright colours theme. Children will be asked to bring in a donation (£1 suggested) for wearing non-uniform. 
· Members to talk to Mrs Fenn about her baking cakes or biscuits to sell – the children would prefer cakes. William and Katie to talk to Mrs Fenn.
· Some other suggestions included: a decorate the Pudsey competition; cake sale after school on the field; and a donations bucket for parents at the end of the day.

· The children also suggested having a Pudsey treasure hunt around school. Children would have to find pictures of Pudsey and then get a letter of the alphabet. Once all were collected it would spell a word. Sweets 

· would be the reward. 
· Jake and Amelia to create posters.
Foodbank Donations and Harvest Service
· Discussion about what a foodbank is and why they are needed. 
· The children agreed they would like to collect items again at our Harvest service and donate these to the Downham Market foodbank.

· It was agreed that we would invite everyone to ‘bring a tin’ to school again.
· The date for the Harvest service is yet to be confirmed. 
· Mrs Jones to contact the Foodbank to see if Class 4 members can visit the foodbank to take the donations. 
Positive Lunchtimes
· The members all agreed that the lunchtime trophy is a good idea. One table has already earned 10 minutes of extra playtime. 

· Some members said that the trophy is not being awarded everyday in the second sitting. Mrs Jones to investigate  

Playtimes
· The members felt that the equipment for lunchtimes is looking tired and there is not much of it. It was agreed that we would look to replace items to make playtimes more interesting. 
· Jake, Katie, William, Ralph, Eric, Alfie and Lily all offered to be playground equipment monitors. They will be responsible for taking the equipment our and bringing it back in each day. 
· The children wanted a separate football for Class 3 and Class 4 which is marked with the class name. 
· A few members mentioned that they thought the penalty shootout was dangerous as some children have been hit by the ball.

· Mrs Jones showed the Relaxation Reef box which needs sorting out. The wellbeing ambassadors agreed to do this and then be responsible for making sure it goes out to the shelter each day.

· Mrs Jones to contact Howard from the Rotary Club about talking to the children about the appeal in Collective Worship. 
ERIC
· All children knew about ERIC and said that this was happening in their classes. 

· The children in Classes 3 and 4 were able to name the books they are reading as a class reader. 

· Feedback about ERIC was positive. 
Wellbeing

· Mrs Jones asked how children were settling back into school and about their wellbeing.
· The children were positive and enjoying being back at school.
· Amelia suggested that each class should have their own wellbeing box for children to use in lessons. 

· Some children in Class 4 said they did not like adding things to the ‘Ask It Baskets’ as others would be able to identify them as being the one who put the worries in and consequently judge them. 
AOB 
· Some members were worried about children going behind the willow and outdoor classroom and hiding away from adults. They were also concerned about children digging holes on the field which were becoming a trip hazard, particularly near the Golden Mile track. Mrs Jones to discuss this in assembly and at the staff meeting tomorrow. 
· Some members were concerned about children not looking after the library. One of the signs has been pulled off after it was fixed the other day, and a butterfly has been taken of the mirror. Mrs Jones to remind the children to look after the library in assembly.
