Dear Parent/Carer, 

Welcome back and Happy New Year! Please find outlined below the main curriculum areas for Class 4 this term. 

Literacy – In fiction we will be studying how to create suspense and mystery and dramatic conventions. In non-fiction we will be learning about journalistic writing. For poetry, our topic is powerful imagery. We shall continue to have weekly guided reading and SPaG sessions and regular focussed handwriting sessions.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be learning a range of multiplication and division methods. We shall also focus our attention on the relationship between fractions, decimals and percentages. We shall learn about ratio and proportion. In measure, we shall explore area, perimeter and volume. We will also use algebra and learn how to interpret data in graphs and tables. We will continue to have regular arithmetic sessions. Problem solving and reasoning skills are woven into each topic.
Science – In science our first topic is ‘Electricity’ which will involve exploring a range of sources and circuits. After the half-term break the topic  is ‘Light’ which includes learning about reflection and refraction. 
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be carrying out a fairground-based topic with electrical components used to make the object move.
Computing – In computing the topics are ‘Selection in physical computing’ and ‘Webpage Creation’. 
History – In history the children will be learning about the Industrial Revolution leading on to the Victorians. 

Geography – In geography we will be exploring the themes of trade, industry and sustainability in relation to our study of South America. Then our next topic is ‘British Geographical Issues’.
Art and Design – In art and design our topic will explore the use of clothing and textiles for masks and costumes.
PE – In PE we will begin our swimming lessons (every Friday) which will continue until the Easter holidays. In school, we begin with gymnastics and move on to badminton after the half term break. There will be regular intra-festivals and opportunities to join in with cluster events. In school, PE lessons will be on a Tuesday. 
Music – In music the pupils will study classical music and will prepare for the Easter service. 
RE – In RE our first topic will relate to Christianity. The Key question is ‘How can following God bring justice and freedom? The second topic explores the question ‘How did Buddha teach his followers to find enlightenment?’ 
RSHE, PATHs and citizenship– In RSHE we will focus on what constitutes a healthy relationship/friendship and we will also learn the correct terminology for gender identity and sexual orientation. In PATHs we will continue to explore a range of emotions and how these can be managed. In citizenship we will learn about British Values, democracy in action and the role of the government in making and enforcing laws.
French – Our topics are  ‘That’s Tasty’ and ‘Family and Friends’. We will learn about French food and culture, extend our ability to ask and answer simple questions and explore how the French language works, comparing it to our own.
