Dear Parent/Carer, 

Welcome to a new school year in Class 4. Please find outlined below the main curriculum areas for Class 4 this term.
Literacy – In literacy we will be studying traditional stories, myths and legends. We shall also be learning about instructional writing, explanations and exploring different styles of poetry. We will have weekly reading comprehension, guided reading and SPaG sessions to complement our learning.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be focusing on number and place value to 10 million, including decimals, calculations methods for the four operations (both mental and written), addition and subtraction, multiplication and division and fractions. We will have regular arithmetic sessions. Problem solving and reasoning skills will be developed within each of the topics.
Science – In science our topics will be properties and changes of materials, including reversible and irreversible changes. We will begin by studying human growth and development. This will include the changes during puberty and adolescence.  

Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be designing, making and evaluating slippers.

Computing – In computing the children will be learning about e-safety, flat file databases and vector drawing.
History – In history we will follow the Primary Knowledge Curriculum. The children will be learning about Baghdad AD900 and the French Revolution.
Geography – In geography we will also be using the Primary Knowledge Curriculum. The children will be developing location knowledge and spatial sense in relation to Britain and the local area. They will also develop their understanding of human and physical geographical features through a study of mountain ranges around the world.
Art and Design – In art and design the children will be learning about style in art.
PE – In PE we will be using Get Set for PE. The first unit explores invasion games skills through tag rugby and netball. James Burroughs of West Norfolk Rugby club will be teaching tag rugby to the class. As we approach Christmas, we will explore movement to music in our dance unit. Our PE days are Tuesdays and Fridays.
Music – This term Class Four will begin the Charanga scheme of music. The first topic, ‘Livin’ on a prayer’ explores how rock music developed from the Beatles onwards.
The second topic, ‘Classroom Jazz 1’ is about the origins and history of jazz music.
RE – In RE this term our focus is on Christianity. Our key questions are: Creation and science – conflicting or complimentary? and Was Jesus the Messiah? 
RSHE  and citizenship– Our key areas of learning are about managing our feelings, including about our image, and managing our relationships. We will be learning strategies to support our mental health and wellbeing. We will also be learning about the impact of drugs and alcohol on physical and mental health and how we can manage peer pressure. We will continue to have weekly wellbeing assemblies. We will also continue with the PATHs programme exploring feelings.
French – In French we will be corresponding with our French counterparts. We are beginning an exciting and interactive new scheme called Languagenut. Our topics will be Greetings (revision), Where I live and Compass points.
