Class 2 topics

Dear Parent/Carer,
We would like to take this opportunity to let you know the topics Class 2 will be covering throughout the Autumn Term 2025.
 Literacy:  This half term we will be exploring labels, lists and captions, instructions; with familiar. We will also explore poetry and we will be looking at sensory poems to link in with the Human body unit in Science (It also ties in brilliantly with our outdoor area and the changing seasons!)
Numeracy: We will follow the maths scheme Power Maths, which the children will be using for their numeracy lessons.  The focus will be on number, addition and subtraction (using part-whole models), 2d and 3d shape and .  Homework will be sent for Y2 only.
Science:  We shall be using the Primary Knowledge Curriculum unit of ‘The Human Body’, where we will be exploring our skeleton, skin, muscles, eyes and sight, ears and hearing, the senses, and looking at how to take care of our bodies. 
Art: In art we will be exploring colour, looking at primary and secondary colours, colour mixing, Warm and cool colours, tints and shades; we will also look at work from the artists David Hockney and Monet.  
Music:  The children will learn about how music makes them feel, and will look at different styles and instruments. 
PE: Our PE sessions will be split over Wednesday afternoons and Thursday afternoons. We will be teaching the children the fundamental skills of PE (jumping, moving, changing direction, balancing and speed changes) and ball skills (throwing, catching, moving, receiving and aiming). 
RSHE/PATHs: The children will continue their learning about their feelings and how to deal with them using our PATHs program.  In RSHE, for the first half term they will find out about their body, personal hygiene, germs and this will be followed by learning how to respect household products which may be harmful.
RE:  The children will be exploring the idea of creation, and will be exploring the question, “Who made the world?” This will give them the opportunities to explore their own thinking, and that of their friends in a topic that will promise to get them thinking about things! They will also consider what Christians believe God is like. 

Geography: We will be concentrating on Geography for this half term, and History next half term. In Geography, we will be looking at aerial photographs and maps, symbols and keys, observational skills and physical and human features. 
Computing: The children will be grouping data; this means that they will be considering the fundamentals of computing before embarking on using the computers effectively. We will look at labelling and matching, grouping and counting, describing objects, making and comparing different groups and answering questions.
