Children should recognise all coins up to the value of £1.00. The link above has lots of activities, but
keep it practical if you like. Ask the children to make given values, perhaps put price tags on their
favourite toys, or their lunch items and get them to pay for them. They should also try and work out
the change they would need to give from £1.00

How many different ways can they make a given amount? These sorts of tasks are endless. Eg.
Make 10p: 1p+1p+1lp+1lp+1lp+lp+1lp+lp+1lp+1p=10p, S5p+5p=10p, S5p + 2p + 2p +1p=10p,
S5p+1p+1p+1p+2p=10p. Get them to use the coins and write a number sentence. Take a
photograph and send it to the office so we can put them on our new display for home learning.
