Class 4 Topics – Spring Term

Literacy – In literacy we are studying playscripts, journalism, dramatic conventions, poetry with powerful imagery and suspense and mystery. We will also be taking part in a local project called ‘Noted Liars’ which explores traditional Fenland folk tales. 
Numeracy – In numeracy we are studying fractions, decimals and percentages, applying calculations to reasoning problems, angles, time, interpreting data, coordinates, formulae and prime numbers. Mental maths, arithmetic and times tables will also be key areas of study. 

Science – In science we are studying forces and animals, including humans. 

Design and Technology – In design and technology the children are using Lego to make moving mechanisms.

Cookery – In cookery lessons the children are making fried rice. 

Computing – In computing we are focusing on safety online, searching technologies, information technology and using software to reach a goal. 

History – In history we are continuing our study on ancient Greece. 

Geography – In geography we are exploring rivers and developing our knowledge of place and location.  

Art and Design –In art and design the children will be designing and making their own containers.

PE – In PE the children are participating in gymnastics and swimming. 

Music – In music the children will be learning how to perform together as an ensemble, considering the skills required to create music (vocally and instrumentally) within a group. They will continue to analyse music on a creative and musical level. Clarinet tuition will also continue. 
RE – In RE our topics are Gospel and Salvation, focusing on what Jesus would do.  

PSHE – In PSHE our topic is financial literacy.  

French – In French our topic is Here and There. We will also explore Cinderella in French. As we approach Easter, we will explore Easter traditions in France. The children will converse with a French pen pal.
