Class 4 Topics – Spring Term 2021
4th January 2021

Dear Parents/Carers,

Happy New Year! I hope you had a lovely Christmas break. Welcome back to a new term. This letter outlines the key areas of study for Class 4 for this spring.

We had been hopeful to begin our swimming lessons on Tuesday 5th January. However, this is currently on hold since the government’s announcement that Norfolk is to be placed in Tier 4 (this means that all leisure centres and indoor pools must be closed). The Tier 4 status will be regularly reviewed and we will begin swimming as soon as we are safely permitted. In the meantime, please continue to return your signed swimming consent forms so that all documentation is in place for when swimming can take place.  Until swimming starts, PE days for this term are Thursdays and Fridays so please ensure your child is wearing PE kits on these days
Literacy – In literacy we will be studying stories from other cultures, discussion, argument and debate writing, mysteries and creative/imaginative writing and exploring further styles of poetry. We will continue to have weekly dedicated reading comprehension skills lessons and guided reading sessions and regular SPaG sessions. 
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be focusing on multiplication and division, further fractions, decimals and percentages, algebra, 
ratio and proportion, measurement – metric and imperial -, area, perimeter and volume and properties of shape, including angles. We will continue to have regular arithmetic sessions. Problem solving and reasoning skills are embedded in each of the topics.
Science – In science our topics will be Light and Sound.
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be designing and making a fairground object with an electrical  control mechanism.
ICT – In ICT the children will be learning about programming skills, inputting commands and how to be discerning about digital content.
History – In history the children will be learning about the British history theme of crime and punishment.
Geography – In geography we will be exploring human and physical features in South America.
Art and Design – In art and design our topic is called ‘What a performance!’ The children will be making headdresses/masks using a variety of media, including textiles.
PE – In PE we will complete our dance unit and then move on to gymnastics. We hope to be able to begin swimming as soon as the leisure centre reopens. If this is not possible, we will work on net and wall games. We will continue to take part in the Golden Mile, do some HIIT workouts and use active minute brain breaks throughout the day. In February, Y5 children will take part in Bikeability training.
Music – In music the pupils will look at different styles and composers of classical music and will then prepare for Easter.
RE – In RE our focus remains Christianity. Our key questions are ‘What does it mean if God is holy and loving?’ and ‘What difference does the resurrection make to Christians?’
RSHE and citizenship– In RSHE our focus will be on how to identify healthy relationships and recognise the skills to manage and maintain healthy relationships. We shall also learn correct terms associated with gender identity and sexual orientation and the unacceptability of homophobic and transphobic bullying.
French – In French we will be keeping in touch with our penpals using our newly learnt vocabulary.  Our topics will be ‘Food, Glorious Food’ and ‘Our families and friends’.
