Class 4 Topics – Summer 2021

Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome back to the new term. I hope you had a lovely Easter break and you feel refreshed. Let’s hope this term is more settled than the last and that all children can remain in school. This letter outlines the key areas of study for Class 4 for this summer. 
Please may I remind year 6 children that our after school booster session will be on Thursdays up until the May half term break to allow children the opportunity to be part of the Kwik cricket club on a Wednesday.
PE days for this term are Thursdays and Fridays so please ensure your child is wearing PE kits on these days. They will also need to wear PE kits if they are part of the Tuesday after school club or the Wednesday Kwik cricket club. Our PE topics are net and wall games, athletics and multi-skills with Tom from Norwich City Community Sports Foundation. The Bikeability training for year 5 children will take place from 4th – 7th May. The children will need to bring in their bikes and helmets each day that week.
Literacy – In literacy we will be studying fantasy and adventure genres, modern classic fiction and an in-depth book study of Kensuke’s Kingdom by Michael Morpurgo. We will also be using the text ‘Street Child’ to develop our reading skills while also developing our understanding of the Victorian era in line with our history studies. We will continue to have weekly dedicated reading comprehension lessons, guided reading sessions and SPaG sessions. 
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be focusing on fractions, decimals and percentages
ratio and proportion, and consolidating our skills in the 4 key areas of maths. We will continue to have regular arithmetic sessions. Problem solving and reasoning skills are embedded in each of the topics.
Science – In science our topics is living things and their habitats with a particular focus on classification.
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be constructing and programming with Lego.
ICT – In ICT the children will be learning about using algorithms and search engines.
History – In history the children will conclude their topic of Crime and punishment throughout British history and will then learn about life and society in Victorian times.
Geography – In geography we will be using maps and atlases.
Art and Design – In art and design we will complete our headdresses art work and then we will study Sir Antony Gormley and his use of sculpture.
Music – In music the pupils will be working on performance skills and the summer production.
RE – In RE our focus moves to world faiths. We will be learning about Buddhism and Humanism.
RSHE and citizenship– In RSHE our focus will be on keeping safe.
French – In French we will be catching up on the topics ‘Food, Glorious Food’ and ‘Our families and friends’. We hope that the French lockdown will soon end so that we can resume contact with our penpals.
