In line with recent guidance from the government, many restrictions for schools will be lifted

Our risk assessment will be updated to take into consideration these changes and will be
available by the end of the summer on our school website.

There is still a lot of uncertainty about what will happen if children, or their immediate family
members, test positive for Covid-19 in September. We will communicate guidance with you
once we receive it.

We have decided to go back to asking the children to bring in 20p in cash for their drinks.
Ideally, children will bring in £1 in a named envelope at the beginning of the week. Milk, apple

juice and orange juice will be available.
