Class 4 Topics – Autumn Term

Literacy – In literacy we will be studying traditional stories, myths and legends. We shall also be learning about instructional writing, explanations and exploring different styles of poetry. We will have weekly reading comprehension, guided reading and SPaG sessions to complement our learning.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be focusing on number and place value, including decimals, calculations methods (both mental and written), fractions, area and perimeter, position and direction and we will have regular arithmetic sessions.
Science – In science our topics will be properties and changes of materials, including reversible and irreversible changes. We will also study ‘Earth and Space’.  
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be designing, making and evaluating slippers.
ICT – In ICT the children will be learning about e-safety.
History – In history the children will be learning about chronology and continuity and change through our topic about Ancient Greece.
Geography – In geography we will be developing location knowledge and our understanding of human and physical geographical features through a study of mountain ranges around the world.
Art and Design – In art and design the children will be exploring and creating work in still-life style.
PE – In PE the children will be learning a range of skills relating to striking and fielding and invasion games. As we approach Christmas, we will explore movement to music in our dance unit.
Music – This term Class Four will be learning about song writing by creating their own songs and their own Christmas lyrics, as well as exploring rhythm and pulse through listening and practical exercises.
RE – In RE our key question for the first half term is ‘How does Tawhid create a sense of belonging to the Muslim community?’ and the key question for the second half term is ‘How does the triple refuge help Buddhists in their journey through life?’
RSHE  and citizenship– Our key areas of learning are about managing our feelings, including about our image, and managing our relationships. We will be learning strategies to support our mental health and wellbeing. We will also be learning about the impact of drugs and alcohol on physical and mental health and how we can manage peer pressure. We will continue to have weekly wellbeing assemblies.
French – In French we will be corresponding with our French counterparts.  Our topics will be ‘All Around Town and ‘On the Move’.
