Class 4 Topics – Summer Term 2022
Literacy – In literacy we will be linking our learning in history by studying stories related to the World Wars: War Horse and Goodnight Mr Tom, using these as a basis for our reading, SPaG and writing tasks. We will also study ‘Skellig.’.
Numeracy – In numeracy we will be concluding our learning about decimals and percentages. We will then be studying geometry, including properties of shapes, measuring and calculating angles, position and direction, parallel and perpendicular lines and the parts of circles. We shall also convert between units of measure and learn how to interpret and record statistical data in a range of forms, including pie charts. Arithmetic sessions will continue to take place throughout the week.
Science – In science we will conclude our learning about human growth and development. We will then be learning about the life cycles of plants, mammals and other creatures. We will also study key scientists who have been involved in the areas of science we have studied this year.
Design and Technology – In design and technology the children will be making moving mechanisms and designing and making a carrier with a specific style.
Computing – In computing, the children will be learning about networking, including social networking.
History – In history, the children will be learning about World War I and World War II, including the impact of them on Norfolk.
Geography – In geography we will be planning a journey to another part of the world and creating a guide for tourists who would go there.
Art and Design – In art and design the children will be learning about the works of a famous artist and applying the style to the carriers they are making in DT.
PE – In PE the topics are athletics and net and wall games. PE days are Tuesdays and Fridays. We will also go on our residential visit to Eaton Vale.
Music – This term Class Four will be planning and preparing for their end of year production.
RE – In RE our focus for the first half term is Hinduism and the ideas of Brahman and atman, The key question for the second half term is ‘What Would Jesus Do?’ which will be explored through studying gospel stories.
RSHE  and citizenship– This term the Y6 children will be attending the Crucial Crew event and will also learn about how a baby is conceived and born. We will all be preparing for the transition to the next stage of our education. Other topics include health and prevention, including basic first aid and how to get help in an emergency, We will continue to have weekly wellbeing assemblies.
French – In French  our topics will be ‘What is the time?’ and ‘Holidays and Hobbies’.
